(During the 80's I was a founder and Chair of a broad American-Soviet Friendship Society that brought planeloads of humble and prominent Soviet peace ambassadors to Hawaii, the Aloha state, the "love the enemy state," where all the elected officials welcomed our alleged enemies and showered them with gifts and trips, like to the overgrown Russian Fort on Kauai.)
 

In 1986 on the entire world's media, Gorby hugged Ronny in Rekjavik and offered him an arms-reduction deal he could not refuse.
 

While Nancy, Raisha, Ron and Gorby, the two "first couples" of the Armageddon powers, made highly publicized visits with each other, the now “formerly evil" Russians began granting total independence to all the "Captive Nations" of Eastern Europe and fourteen non-Great Russian colonized Soviet Republics.
 

American governments since 1991 have helped finance and verify the destruction of hundreds of Russian missiles and warheads that might have vaporized our nation.
