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    Most of the other articles on this website focus on the seemingly irrational emotional/spiritual aspects of what has become the permanently expanding and ever more dangerous global imperialism of the USA.

For more diagnostic wholeness, this article offers some answers to these questions:

1. “Which groups benefit most from our aggressive efforts to control most of the world and an ever greater dominant share of its resources?

 2. “Are some groups of our citizens victimized or exploited by U.S. global imperialism?”

 3. “How do the groups that benefit the most maintain their advantages and benefits?

    From early colonial times our nation was organized and structured primarily to facilitate and protect urban and rural business enterprises, to exploit human and natural resources, and to create new frontiers for expanding wealth and power. The “Gospel of Wealth” was always its “real world” religion. 

    The many wars we fought down to the present were deliberately chosen for their profitability more than any other motive. The 18 years we have controlled Iraq have not been spent to bring democracy and the rule of law. Our president and the Iraqi prime minister blatantly ignore the elected legislative branches and the constitutions of the two nations when they make agreements for permanent future U.S. military occupation. Controlling the profits of the twenty trillion dollar oil reserves of Iraq are clearly understood by our president’s puppet Iraqi governments to be the war-booty of U.S. war-corporations. 

     The two trillions of dollars costs of the war have not been wasted because most of them have been deposited in the private accounts and portfolios of the “defense” corporations’ owners, executives, congressional facilitators, mass-media, university, and neo-imperialist think-tank opinion shapers and propagandists. 

   The word “Defense” (Department) is in quotes because the USA has not been attacked by any other nation since Pearl Harbor was bombed more than 66 years ago. The 19 hijackers of 9/11 were all non-governmental activists from the Arabian Peninsula.

    When he left office in 1961, President Eisenhower made a prophetic and protective speech that warned us of the great dangers of what he called the “Military-Industrial Complex.” During his two terms in office, Ike had fought successfully to keep the war-profiteering budget under 50 billion (1950’s dollars). This year’s defense appropriations will run well over 700 billion (not counting the costs of replacing or salvaging billions in damaged or obsolete equipment).

    The USA spends more annually on war-making than all other nations combined. We sell more weapons and give away more weapons than any other nation. 

We have armed every warring religious sect and political group in Iraq. The longer their civil war lasts, the more profits the owners of our weapons and security industries will amass.

    Our government has announced its arms dealers will sell another $50 billion worth of modern killing machines to Israel and its Arab neighbors. Why would any government which represents and is controlled by profit-dominated war-contractors, every want to 

bring peace to the Near East or the Middle East?

    Because war-related contracts are always passed by Congress, are usually made without competitive bidding, often without any public congressional debate (earmarks), come with guaranteed costs plus a good percent of profit, come with no effective controls or liabilities, why would the war-industry and the politicians it funds by hundreds of millions of dollars in political contributions, business, retirement consulting, and lobbying-job sinecures, why would the profiteers ever want short wars, wars that end, wars that are successful in their publicly stated (cover up) objectives? The longer wars last and the more they are mishandled and corrupted, the more income our elected rulers and their war-industry corporations have and will amass.

   Because our military budgets are wrapped in terrifyingly sanctified patriotism, they can always be easily passed through imperialist Congress-members and funded by unlimited deficit spending, by passing on the federal debts to future generations not yet even born, by mortgaging to foreign investors the national assets, the labors, pensions and health-care of our living and future citizens.

    Masters of this game, President Reagan and Presidents Bush 1, Bush 2 and their imperialist congressional supporters added 8 trillion dollars to our federal debt.     

   The recent annual record-holder for “earmark” (un-debated) appropriation bills and war-industry bills, Rep. John Murtha, (Dem. Penn.) rather typically received political campaign contributions from all of the defense contractors that he represented and enriched. Currently, most of these legal corporate bribes have been going to Democrats in Congress because they are the new majority and most likely to elect the new president. 

    The millions of campaign-dollars spent on war-industry candidates could pay for desperately needed health, education, backlogged veterans care, and aging infrastructure repairs. 

But anti-imperialist candidates who would deliver those benefits, like Mike Gravel and Rep. Kucinich, are kept out of the major TV debates by big Pentagon-supported Corporations, like GE which, not accidentally, owns NBC.         

    The profiteering of the political/business elites of our nation’s sacrosanct imperialism is not only the slick rhetorical and propaganda system by which the rich steadily widen the huge income gap over the sadly naïve, gullible and easily manipulated lower classes.

    It has also become the most effective Keynesian pump-priming system for turning economic recessions and depressions into massively deficit-financed new-war-ignited economic recoveries. The unregulated free enterprise system came out of the depressions of the 1900’s by plunging into world wars. Our current president used the 9/11 act of boldly defensive Islamist retaliation for permanent U.S Mid-East military penetration as an excuse to launch WW III and its seven-year American economic boom. 

    In February, 2008, when President Bush was told by a reporter that an opinion poll shows that 68% of Americans believe that withdrawing from Iraq would help our economy, he responded candidly and correctly (for his war-profits corporate elite) by claiming that the War helps our economy by providing defense jobs. 
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
